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Maths


Find 1, 10 or 100 more or less than a given number.


Recognise the place value of each digit in a three-digit number (hundreds, tens and ones).


Understand and use take away and difference for subtraction, deciding on the most efficient method for the numbers involved.


Solve problems involving money and measures and simple problems involving passage of time.


Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3, 4 and 8 multiplication tables.


Recognise and use fractions as numbers: unit fractions and non-unit fractions with small denominators.


Recognise and show, using diagrams, equivalent fractions with small denominators.


Measure, compare, add and subtract: lengths (m/cm/mm); mass (kg/g); volume/capacity (l/ml).


Measure the perimeter of simple 2-D shapes.


Interpret and present data using bar charts, pictograms and tables.


Solve one-step and two-step questions such as ‘Howmany more?’ and ‘How many fewer?’ usinginformation presented in scaled bar charts and pictograms and tables.
