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Maths


Describe and extend number sequences involving counting on or back in different steps.


Interpret (and present data) using bar charts, pictograms and tables.


Add and subtract numbers with up to three digits, using formal written methods.


Measure, compare, add and subtract: lengths (m/cm/mm);mass (kg/g); volume/capacity (l/ml).


Measure the perimeter of simple shapes.


Write and calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division using the multiplication tables that they know using mental strategies and progressing to formal written methods.


Draw 2-D shapes and describe them.


Identify horizontal and vertical lines and pairs of perpendicular and parallel lines. 


Recognise that angles are a property of a shape or a description of a turn.


Continue to recognise and use symbols for pounds (£) and pence (p) and understand that the decimal point separates pounds and pence.


Add and subtract amounts of money to give change, using both £ and p in practical contexts.
